Reports:
Registrar Report: Scott reminded clubs that coaches and administrators that need to get background checks and/or complete safe sport to start doing it now and do no wait until the last minute.  He also reminded clubs that if you have a player that is transferring from another club they played with in the fall to make sure the transfer paperwork and process is complete ahead of the season.

Treasurer:  Karen updated clubs on outstanding fees:
· Awards Dinner:  New Fairfield, $114, Litchfield, $108, Terryville, $120, Wolcott, $126 and New Milford, $102 for championship t-shirts.  New Milford also owes for tables in the amount of $5,200.
· CJSA Player Registration for 24/25 year:  Northwest United, $117.75 and Woodbury-Bethlehem, $11.25.
· CJSA Player Registration for 25/26 year:  Northwest United, $67.50, New Milford, $5,067.25, Terryville, $288.00 and Woodbury-Bethlehem, $310.

Referee:  John spoke about re-certification is still open along with entry level classes.  You have the online option which includes one in-person clinic and then fully in-person.  1,683 referees have re-certified but some 2,000 still have to in the state.
