Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 7:05 by Dave Brouillette

Minutes: Motion was made by  (Litchfield) to approve the minutes from September 2025. Seconded by (Woodbury-Bethlehem)  All in favor.  Motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report: Karen presented the 2025-26 budget for the district.  Motion made by (CT Impact United) to approve the 2025-26 budget. Seconded by (Litchfield).  All in favor.  Motion passed.  A few clubs still have outstanding invoices for player registration and Karen spoke to them about getting up to date.  District budget currently good and in line.

Registrar Report: Scott reported the season went well.

State and District Report:  Nothing to report from state.  Dave went into detail on how the district handles complaints, incidents and the like during the season.  The district received several emails on things that happened this past fall from parents on up to presidents.  Dave reviewed the steps the district takes internally and with CJSA and the referee association if need be.  Many things can be handled on the club level and Dave spoke of how clubs need to have good lines of communication with their parents and players.

Referee Report:  John reported all is good.

Commissioner Report:  Rich not present but Karen spoke of league champions.

New Business:

Banquet:  Karen reminded all of the fall awards banquet on Saturday and Sunday, January 3rd and 4th.  All tables have to be reserved by December 25th at a cost of $400 per table of 10.  She also reminded clubs of getting nominations in for district awards that are also given out at the banquet. 

Double Rostering:

The board met about the double rostering issue and has put forth the following double rostering policy:

Double-Rostering Regulations beginning Spring 2026 for NWD:
1. League 1 players listed as Primary cannot be double rostered to a League 2 Team.
2. League 2 players can be double rostered on League 1 and League 2 Teams.
3. Teams must have a quantity of at least the minimum number of players plus one to legally play a game. They must be listed as primary players. Example would be a U10 game playing 7 v 7.  Each team must have a minimum of 8 primary (single) rostered players.  Additional players may be double rostered as long as the League 1 restriction rule is followed.
4. A player can’t be rostered on more than two (2) teams.
*This excludes Cup play

Spring Schedule for 2026:

1. Spring season will go from April 11 – June 21, 2026 (No Easter, Memorial Day May 23/24)
2. League Scheduling meeting will be in March monthly meeting on Wednesday, March 18, 2026
3. Coaches Meeting will be Wednesday, April 2, 2026
4. Team Registration will open on February 15th and end on 6th.  Late team registration will run through March 10th.  Club reviews will be given out March 11th.
